Transport information

By Plane

The town is in the far north-east of Italy, near the border with Slovenia.
Trieste Airport - Ronchi dei Legionari is 33 km from the city. For further information and timetables, please visit the Trieste Airport website (http://www.aeroporto.fvg.it/). There are regular daily flights to the major Italian cities, and to Munich and London (Alitalia, Air One, Lufthansa and Rynair).

A bus service connects the airport to the terminal in the city centre, near the railway station. Tickets cost about € 3,00. You can buy them at the automatic dispenser at the airport, or directly on the bus (with an additional cost of € 1).It leaves for Trieste about every 35 minutes and the last daily departure from the airport is at 23.35 p.m. It takes about 50 minutes from the airport to the terminal in the city centre.

Venice's Marco Polo International Airport (http://www.veniceairport.it) is 120 km from Trieste. A shuttle bus service links the airport to Venice-Mestre Railway Station about every 20 minutes (it takes 30 minutes to 1 hour depending on traffic). By Train

Just in front of the railway station there are some local bus stops. The bus n° 8, for example, takes you to the direction of the Conference Centre and the hotels. Bus tickets are available at the tobacconists’.

By Car

Take the A4 motorway from Venice-Mestre, or the A23 motorway from Tarvisio-Austria using the Lisert exit. Follow signs for Sistiana-Strada Costiera, then take route SS 14, a panoramic road leading directly to the city centre (km. 18).
